ALTIS, the Postgraduate School of Business & Society at 
the Università Cattolica del Sacro Cuore in Milan, Italy 
offers an international summer program for business 
students interested in acquiring direct knowledge and 
experience of Italian business expertise.

Courses and Credits
The summer program offers 88 course hours (worth a total 
of 12 ECTS credits or 6 US credits). The program is divided 
into two modules:

• Core business management course (44 contact hrs). It 
will include d the following: The European Union and the 
Italian System, Small and Medium size Enterprises (SMEs) 
and Industrial Clusters, Organization and Human Resource 
Management in SMEs.  

• Thematic seminars (44 contact hours). The in depth 
focus areas are: Fashion and Design, Agribusiness, 
Tourism, and Art and Business. 

Grades are given for each of the two modules and a 
transcript of record will be issued by the university.  
 

All courses taught in English. 

Housing and Meals  
Students live in off-campus apartments. Meals are not 
included but Milan boasts many fine cafes and restaurants. 
 

Excursions 
On-site visits will be part of each one of the focus areas. 
Visits to Como (fashion and design) and Portofino (tourism) 
are planned for two to three Fridays of the course. For an 
additional charge, students will have the option of spending 
the weekend visiting these places of interest.
