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Location 
Sunderland is located in northeast England, an area renowned for its 
history, culture, and beautiful countryside. It is home to numerous 
abbeys, castles, stately homes, and a picture perfect coastline. 
With a rich and fascinating heritage, it has a superb array of places 
of historical interest to explore, including the ancestral home of the 
� rst president of the United States, George Washington. Known 
as the “City by the Sea,” Sunderland also o� ers great shopping, 
entertainment, and nightlife.

Program details 

This 3-week program focuses on local and regional history, literature, 
and culture. Students spend mornings in class and are free in the 
afternoons to study and explore the region. The curriculum also 
includes � eldtrips designed to bring to life the topics discussed in the 
classroom. These may include visits to York, Edinburgh, and Leeds; 
Hadrian’s Wall; and Alnwick Castle, which dates back to the 11th 
century and is featured as Hogwarts in Harry Potter. Orientation is also 
included, along with social activities such as welcome and farewell 
meals and evenings out to the theater or a local bowling alley. 

Courses and credits
Grades are assessed through two essays, class participation, and a 
presentation. Upon successful completion of the program, students 
receive a transcript from the University of Sunderland (usually 4 – 5 
US credits).

Housing and meals
Students are housed in the Precinct Hall of Residence 
in single-room accommodation. With the exception of 
welcome and farewell dinners, meals are not included.
