Italian Language and Business

Location
The historic city of Milan is the capital of Lombardy in the 
central Po valley, which is Italy’s richest, most populated, 
and most economically active region. Milan is known as one 
of the world capitals of fashion and also hosts a wealth of 
monuments, palaces, churches, and museums. 

Program Details
Università Cattolica del Sacro Cuore offers a 6-week combined Italian 
Language and Business program for students wanting to make the most of a 
summer in Italy. Courses focus on fashion and design, tourism, agribusiness, 
art, small and medium size enterprises (SMEs), industrial clusters, and 
entrepreneurship.

Courses and Credits
The Italian Language and Business program (128 contact hours) is structured 
as follows:

June 14 – 25: 2 weeks (40 contact hours) of intensive Italian language • 
offered at both the beginner and lower-intermediate levels
June 28 – July 23: 4 weeks (88 contact hours, 12 ECTS credits) of the • 
business component: Experiencing Italian Excellence. The language of 
instruction is English.

Grades are given for each module, and a transcript is issued by the university.

Eligibility: Undergraduate and graduate students who have completed at 
least 2 years of undergraduate studies and have a minimum 3.0 GPA, or 
the equivalent, are eligible. Non-native speakers of English must submit a 
minimum TOEFL score of 80 iBT or an IELTS score of 6. All students must 
take an online language proficiency test before arrival. Applicants will be 
given instructions upon admission on how to proceed with the online testing.

Excursions: The program includes site visits within the city of Milan as well as 
field trips to Como (fashion and design) and Portofino (tourism) on Fridays. 
For an additional charge, students have the option of spending the weekend 
in these places of interest. 

Housing and Meals
Students live in shared apartments off campus. Meals 
are not included, but Milan has many fine cafés and 
restaurants.
